
STATE WATER RESOURCES CONTROL BOARD 
RESOLUTION NO. 2006 – 0043 

 
APPROVING PROJECTS, AND AUTHORIZING ISSUANCE OF GRANTS TO IMPLEMENT 

THE OCEAN PROTECTION PROJECTS (OPPs) PORTION OF THE 2005-06 
CONSOLIDATED GRANTS PROGRAM 

 
WHEREAS: 
 
1. In June 2005, the State Water Resources Control Board (State Water Board) adopted 

Resolution No. 2005-0041 designating $10,000,000 of Proposition 50 funds for OPPs that 
meet the mutual priorities of the State Water Board and Ocean Protection Council (OPC); 

2. The State Water Board is authorized to administer approximately $43,100,000 in bond 
funds from Proposition 50 for the purpose of financing projects that restore and protect the 
water quality and environment of coastal waters, estuaries, bays and near-shore waters, 
and groundwater; 

3. The State Water Board adopted the 2005-06 Consolidated Grants Program Guidelines 
(Guidelines) establishing the evaluation criteria and the review and selection process for 
the 2005-06 Consolidated Grants Program’s two step process and identifying two OPP 
priorities: (1) development and implementation of rapid indicators of beach pathogen 
contamination; and (2) elimination or reduction of nonpoint source discharges to areas of 
special biological significance and their adjacent Critical Coastal Areas; 

4. The State Water Board released the Concept Proposal Solicitation Notice in January 
2006, soliciting project proposals for six interrelated grant programs from Proposition 40, 
Proposition 50, and federal Clean Water Act section 319;  

5. The State Water Board released the OPP Full Proposal Solicitation Notice in March 2006, 
soliciting Full Proposal applications from the most competitive OPP Concept Proposal 
applicants;  

6. Consistent with the Guidelines, the Full Proposals were reviewed for technical merit by 
technical review teams consisting of staff from the State Water Board, coastal Regional 
Water Quality Control Boards, and California Coastal Commission, and comments were 
provided by staff from the State Coastal Conservancy, Department of Fish and Game, and 
coastal Regional Water Boards.  State Water Board staff also reviewed the Full Proposals 
for grant agreement readiness.  The projects recommended for funding are those that 
have shown competitive technical merit and have provided adequate information for grant 
agreement preparation;  

7. Grant program funding recommendations were prepared by State Water Board staff with 
input from the technical review teams and forwarded to the Selection Panel for review and 
recommendation in accordance with the process outlined in the Guidelines; and 

8. The Selection Panel and OPC recommends funding the projects presented on the 
Funding List, which were determined to best address the mutual priorities of the State 
Water Board and OPC and result in improvements to coastal water quality, particularity 
areas of special biological significance and their adjacent Critical Coastal Areas. 



  

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT THE STATE WATER BOARD 
 
1. Approves the funding for projects in the Funding List from the Proposition 50 Coastal Nonpoint 

Source Pollution Control Program; and  

2. Authorizes the issuance of grants and amendments to implement the projects.
