2. The petition does not establish either substantial

harm to the petitioner or to the public interest if a stay is not

granted, nor lack of substantialharm to other interested persons

or to the public interest if the stay is granted.

THEREFORE, IT IS ORDEREDthat:

1. The petition to review Order No. 74—6~ be accepted

for review;
