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summary of non-precedential order
On July 29, 2002, the State Water Resources Control Board (“State Board”) held a hearing to consider the requests of three petitioners to stay a municipal storm water permit.  The State Board issued the written Order on August 15, 2002.  The State Board found that the petitioners produced proof of the three required prongs of the test for granting a partial stay for two challenged provisions.  The three prongs of the test are:  substantial harm to the petitioner if a stay is not granted; a lack of substantial harm to the public and interested persons if a stay is granted; and significant questions of law and fact.  The State Board stayed an acute toxicity provision and a requirement to respond to and clean up sanitary sewer spills.  For all other challenged provisions, the State Board found that petitioners failed to meet their burden of proof.
