Non-Precedential Decision

On August 22, 2003, Peter S. Silva, sitting as Hearing Officer appointed by the Chair and acting on behalf of the State Water Resources Control Board (State Board), adopted a non-precedential decision on a stay request for Waste Discharge Requirements (WDRs) for the Walnut Grove Wastewater Treatment Plant.  The petitioner requested that four provisions in the WDRs pertaining to monitoring and to effluent and receiving water limitations be stayed pending full review by the State Board.  The decision denied the stay request, finding that the petitioner did not produce proof of all three required prongs of the test for granting a stay.  The three prongs are:  substantial harm to the petitioner if a stay is not granted; a lack of substantial harm to the public and interested persons if a stay is granted; and significant questions of law and fact.

The order found that there was insufficient evidence of substantial harm to the petitioner if the four provision were left in place pending review of the petitions on the merits.  The order concluded that the costs estimated by the County are not consistent with the requirements in the Permit, that the costs of complying with one of the provisions would not cause substantial harm, that it is feasible for the petitioner to wait to begin compliance with three of the provisions until after the State Board resolves the petition on its merits, and that significant costs alone do not justify a stay.
