CONSIDERATION OF A PROPOSED RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR TO NEGOTIATE, EXECUTE, AND AMEND, AS NECESSARY, A STANDARD AGREEMENT WITH PLUMAS CORPORATION FOR A SURFACE WATER QUALITY MONITORING AND ASSESSMENT PROJECT AND REPORT
DISCUSSION

The State Water Resources Control Board’s (SWRCB) Surface Water Monitoring Program is attempting to identify impacted and non-impacted waters in all of the principal watershed management areas in the State.  This project focuses on the upper reaches of the North Fork and Middle Fork Feather River (above Lake Oroville) and tributaries thereto. 

The proposed monitoring program includes physical, chemical, and biological parameters with particular focus on temperature, sediment, flow, and stream channel conditions. Staff proposes to conduct this program through an agreement with Plumas Corporation, a non-profit local governmental entity, for an amount not to exceed $228,200.  Plumas Corporation has been conducting a similar monitoring program for the past two years with support from a Clean Water Act Section 319 grant, and this proposal would continue that effort.  

POLICY ISSUE

Should the SWRCB adopt a resolution authorizing the Executive Director or his designee to negotiate, execute, and amend, as necessary, a standard agreement with Plumas Corporation for a surface water monitoring and assessment project and report for an amount not to exceed $228,200?

FISCAL IMPACT
One hundred fifty thousand seven hundred dollars ($150,700) of the funds for the proposed standard agreement is contained in the SWRCB’s Fiscal Year (FY) 2000-01 baseline budget for contracts for surface water monitoring and assessment under Program Cost Account 15625.  The remainder is contingent on appropriations in the FY 2001-02 budget.

RWQCB IMPACT
Yes.  The Central Valley Regional Water Quality Control Board.
STAFF RECOMMENDATION
That the SWRCB adopt a resolution authorizing the Executive Director or his designee to negotiate, execute, and amend, as necessary, a standard agreement with Plumas Corporation for a surface water monitoring and assessment project and report for an amount not to exceed $228,200.

WHEREAS:

1. The State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) has the responsibility to investigate the quality of California’s surface water and waterways.

2. One of the purposes of the Surface Water Monitoring Program is to monitor and assess all of the principal watershed management areas in the State.

3. The Plumas Corporation, a non-profit local government entity, has qualified personnel, facilities, and experience to perform the field collections, data analyses, and interpretive reporting needed for water quality monitoring.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT:

The SWRCB authorizes the Executive Director or his designee to negotiate, execute, and amend, as necessary, a standard agreement with Plumas Corporation for a surface water monitoring and assessment project and report for an amount not to exceed $228,200.
