SUBJECT

IN THE MATTER OF THE PETITION OF CHEVRON PIPE LINE COMPANY FOR REVIEW OF CLEANUP AND ABATEMENT ORDER 98-091 ISSUED BY THE CALIFORNIA REGIONAL WATER QUALITY CONTROL BOARD, CENTRAL COAST REGION FOR ESTERO MARINE TERMINAL.  SWRCB/OCC FILE A-1186

LOCATION

Morro Bay

DISCUSSION

Chevron filed a petition seeking review of Cleanup and Abatement Order 98-091 requiring cleanup at Chevron’s Estero Marine Terminal. The State Water Board will not be able to act on the petition within the deadline for action established in Title 23, California Code of Regulations section 2052. The draft order allows the State Water Resources Control Board (State Water Board) to consider the issues in the petition on its own motion.

POLICY ISSUE

Should the State Water Board adopt the proposed order authorizing review of Cleanup and Abatement Order 98-091 on its own motion.

FISCAL IMPACT

This activity is budgeted within existing resources and no additional fiscal demands will occur as a result of approving this item.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION

Staff recommends adoption of the proposed order.
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BY THE BOARD:


In September 1998, the Central Coast Regional Water Quality Control Board (Regional Water Board) issued Cleanup and Abatement Order 98-091 to Chevron Pipe Line Company (Chevron) requiring cleanup at Chevron’s Estero Marine Terminal in Morro Bay, San Luis Obispo County.  Chevron filed a timely petition for review but requested that it be held in abeyance.  It was held in abeyance for about one year, when Chevron requested that the State Water Resources Control Board (Board) review the petition.  On December 16, 1999, the petitioner was notified that the petition was complete.
  The Board's petition regulations require final action on a petition within 270 days of the date the petition is complete or the petition is deemed denied.
  This time period can be extended up to 60 days by written agreement between the Board and the petitioner.  Petitioner in this case agreed in writing to an extension.  As extended, the time for final resolution of the petition is approximately December 2, 2000.


The Board anticipates considering a draft order on the Cleanup and Abatement Order at a Board workshop and meeting to be held after December 2.  Therefore, the Board has decided to review the Cleanup and Abatement Order on its own motion.

ORDER


IT IS HEREBY ORDERED that the State Water Board will review Cleanup and Abatement Order 98-091 on its own motion.
