DISCUSSION:
The State Water Resources Control Board enters into an annual contract with the California Community Colleges to provide students for State and Regional Board programs.  This contract provides student help at a more cost effective rate than conventional civil service hiring, substantial assistance in recruitment of the students and detailed accounting reports.  The contract is utilized by every State and Regional Board organization.  This student contract is for 12 months, beginning on July 1, 2001 and terminating on June 30, 2002.  The contract total funding will not exceed $3,000,000.00.
