SUBJECT

APPROVAL OF A SMALL COMMUNITIES GRANT (SCG) FOR THE LINDA COUNTY WATER DISTRICT (DISTRICT), WASTEWATER TREATMENT PLANT DISINFECTION AND DECHLORINATION FACILITIES PROJECT, PROJECT NO. SCG-815

DISCUSSION

In accordance with the State Water Resources Control Board's (SWRCB) Implementation Policy for the Small Communities Grant Program (Policy), adopted on January 23, 1997, and amended and reauthorized on June 15, 2000, projects on the adopted priority list need SWRCB approval to receive a SCG construction grant.  The SWRCB can authorize construction grants after the Division of Clean Water Programs (Division) has approved the final plans and specifications (P&S).  The Division approved the final P&S for the District’s Wastewater Treatment Plant Disinfection and Dechlorination Facilities Project on March 27, 2001.

The District is located in Yuba County approximately two miles south of Marysville.  The District serves a population of approximately 9,300 and the 1996 median household income was $20,845.  Based on the Policy’s funding formula, the District qualifies for a 94.14 percent SCG.

The District is in violation of their waste discharge requirements (WDR’s) by not disinfecting their effluent.  The Central Valley Regional Water Quality Control Board (CVRWQCB) requires disinfection because the District’s percolation basins are subject to flooding by the Feather River.  The CVRWQCB issued Cease & Desist Order (CDO) No. 5-00-166 on June 16, 2000, addressing these violations.  The proposed project will provide effluent chlorination and dechlorination to ensure compliance with the CDO.

The District prepared an Initial Study/Mitigated Negative Declaration (IS/MND) for the proposed project on January 8, 2001, that was distributed to the public and circulated through the State Clearinghouse (SCH# 2000122037) for a shortened review period from December 12, 2000, through December 29, 2000.  During the review period, the District received two comment letters: (1) the Division outlined environmental requirements for the State Revolving Fund loan process; and (2) the California State Lands Commission addressed jurisdiction over land utilized for the proposed project and engineering requirements associated with new facilities construction.  The District provided written responses to comments and made minor changes to the draft IS/MND.  The Board of Directors of the District approved the project and adopted a MND and Mitigation Monitoring Plan on January 8, 2001.  The District filed a Notice of Determination with the Yuba County Clerk and the Governor’s Office of Planning and Research on January 12, 2001.

POLICY ISSUE

Should the SWRCB approve a $2,766,077 SCG construction grant for the District’s Wastewater Treatment Plant Disinfection and Dechlorination Facilities Project?

RWQCB IMPACT 

The CVRWQCB issued Cease & Desist Order (CDO) No. 5-00-166 on June 16, 2000, due to violations of the WDRs.  The District’s proposed project would help ensure compliance with the CDO.

1. The Implementation Policy for the Small Communities Grant Program was adopted by the State Water Resources Control Board on January 23, 1997, and amended and reauthorized on June 15, 2000;

2. The State Water Resources Control Board adopted the SCG Program Priority List on August 17, 2000, which included the District’s Wastewater Treatment Plant Disinfection and Dechlorination Facilities Project in Priority Class B;

3. The Division of Clean Water Programs (Division) approved the Facilities Plan, which includes the project report, environmental documents, and draft revenue program, by issuing Concept Approval on March 12, 2001, for the District’s Wastewater Treatment Plant Disinfection and Dechlorination Facilities Project;

4. The Division approved the final plans and specifications on March 27, 2001, for the District’s Wastewater Treatment Plant Disinfection and Dechlorination Facilities Project; and

5. The District adopted a Mitigated Negative Declaration (State Clearinghouse No. 2000122037) prepared for the project, which has been reviewed and considered and it has been determined that the project will not result in any significant environmental impacts.
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT:

The State Water Resources Control Board approves a $2,766,077 SCG construction grant for the Linda County Water District’s Wastewater Treatment Plant Disinfection and Dechlorination Facilities Project.
