AND AMEND A CONTRACT WITH THE SANTA ANA WATERSHED 

PROJECT AUTHORITY (SAWPA) TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR 

THE INLAND EMPIRE UTILITIES AGENCY (IEUA) CHINO BASIN FACILITIES IMPROVEMENTS PROJECT FROM THE SOUTHERN CALIFORNIA INTEGRATED WATERSHED PROGRAM (SCIWP) ESTABLISHED IN 

THE COSTA-MACHADO WATER ACT OF 2000 (2000 BOND ACT)
DISCUSSION

The 2000 Bond Act contains the SCIWP (Water Code sections 79104.20 through 79104.34) which includes $235 million for the State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) to allocate to SAWPA for certain types of projects in the Santa Ana River Watershed.

SAWPA has requested that the SWRCB approve funding for $19 million from SCIWP for the Chino Basin Facilities Improvement Project.  This project is described in the Attachment and is consistent with the goals and objectives of the SCIWP.

POLICY ISSUE

Should the SWRCB: 

1. Authorize the Executive Director or designee to negotiate, execute, and amend contracts with SAWPA for funding in the amount of $19,000,000 from SCIWP for the Chino Basin Facilities Improvement Project?

2. Require that water quality mitigation and monitoring measures identified in the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) process be included in the contracts for the Chino Basin Facilities Improvement Project?

FISCAL IMPACT
The total cost of the Chino Basin Facilities Improvement Project is $38,000,000.  SAWPA is requesting that $19,000,000 of these costs be financed with funds from SCIWP.  The following table is a summary of the funding made available for SCIWP by Fiscal Year (FY) 2000-01 and FY 2001-02 State Budget Appropriations.

AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR OR DESIGNEE TO NEGOTIATE, EXECUTE, AND AMEND A CONTRACT WITH THE SANTA ANA WATERSHED PROJECT AUTHORITY (SAWPA) TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR

THE COSTA-MACHADO WATER ACT OF 2000 (2000 BOND ACT)
WHEREAS:

1. The 2000 Bond Act authorized $235 million for the SCIWP for projects to rehabilitate and improve the Santa Ana River Watershed.

2. SAWPA has requested SCIWP funding for the Chino Basin Facilities Project pursuant to a management and administration contract with the State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) approved by the Department of General Services on February 8, 2001. 
3. This project is consistent with the SCIWP goals of developing regional programs to address problems facing the watershed, to enhance native habitat along the 

Santa Ana River and its tributaries, and to improve water use efficiency. 

4. The Chino Basin Facilities Improvements Project was included in an Environmental Impact Report for the Chino Basin Optimum Basin Management Program that was filed with Office of Planning and Research (OPR) on July 12, 2000 (State Clearing House No. 2000041047), and mitigation measures were made a condition of lead agency approval.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT:

The SWRCB:

1. Authorizes the Executive Director or designee to negotiate, execute, and amend contracts with SAWPA for funding in the amount of $19,000,000 from SCIWP for the Chino Basin Facilities Improvement Project.

2. Requires that water quality mitigation and monitoring measures identified in the CEQA process be included in the contracts for the Chino Basin Facilities Improvement Project.

CHINO BASIN FACILITIES IMPROVEMENT PROJECT
Project Description

The proposed project will implement storm water and imported water recharge and related infrastructure improvements for 19 groundwater recharge basin sites located within the Chino Basin. This recharge program proposes two new basins and identifies improvements needed to increase the recharge capabilities of the existing recharge basins.  Improvements to increase storm water recharge consist mainly of earthwork to improve percolation and increases in basin storage capacities, new basin inlets or modifications to existing inlets, and new outlets or modifications to basin outlets.  Improvements for imported water recharge include the construction of inlet structures, conveyance facilities, and turnouts from Metropolitan’s Foothill Feeder, also referred to as the Rialto Pipeline. The increase in storm water recharge capacity ranges from an existing 19,575 acre-feet per year (AFY) average to 21,245 AFY average. The increase in imported water recharge capacity ranges from 88,150 AFY average to 101,950 AFY average.  (See Table 1 for a list of improvements to be made).

California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Review, Findings, and Mitigation and Monitoring Measures – State Clearing House No. 2000041047

State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) staff has reviewed the 

Program Environmental Impact Report (PEIR) and Mitigation Measures for the 

Chino Basin Facilities Improvements Project and determined that impacts to water quality may result from the construction of the Project.  However, based on implementation of the Mitigation Measures, the cumulative effects of the Project for the Basin as a whole will be beneficial, not adverse.  During construction, any impacts regarding water quality shall be addressed in the National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) permit and Sections 401 and 404 of the Clean Water Act.  Additionally, the Inland Empire Utilities Agency will incorporate Best Management Practices (BMPs) into its erosion control plan, required as part of the approval plan for the Project.  

Funding Requirements

A total of $19,000,000 is requested for funding based on a total Project cost of $38,000,000.
