CONSIDERATION OF A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE 

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR OR DESIGNEE TO NEGOTIATE, EXECUTE, AND AMEND A CONTRACT WITH THE SANTA ANA WATERSHED PROJECT AUTHORITY (SAWPA) TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR THE MARCH AIR RESERVE BASE GROUNDWATER RECOVERY PROJECT FROM THE SOUTHERN CALIFORNIA INTEGRATED WATERSHED PROGRAM (SCIWP) ESTABLISHED IN THE COSTA-MACHADO WATER ACT OF 2000 

(2000 BOND ACT)

DISCUSSION

The 2000 Bond Act contains the SCIWP (Water Code sections 79104.20 through 79104.34) which includes $235 million for the State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) to allocate to SAWPA for certain types of projects in the Santa Ana River Watershed.

SAWPA has requested that the SWRCB approve funding for the March Air Reserve Base Groundwater Recovery Project which is consistent with the goals and objectives of the SCIWP.  A total of $765,000 is requested for funding based on a total project cost of $1,022,000.  A more detailed description of the above project is contained in the Attachment.

POLICY ISSUE

Should the SWRCB authorize the Executive Director or designee to negotiate, execute, and amend a contract with SAWPA to fund the March Air Reserve Base Groundwater Recovery Project for a total of $765,000 from SCIWP?  

FISCAL IMPACT
The total cost for the above project is $1,022,000.  SAWPA is requesting that $765,000 of these costs be funded from the SCIWP.  The following table is a summary of the funding made available for SCIWP from Fiscal Years (FYs) 2000-01 and 2001-02

AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR OR DESIGNEE TO

NEGOTIATE, EXECUTE, AND AMEND A CONTRACT WITH THE 

SANTA ANA WATERSHED PROJECT AUTHORITY (SAWPA) TO 

PROVIDE FUNDING FOR THE MARCH AIR RESERVE BASE GROUNDWATER RECOVERY PROJECT FROM THE SOUTHERN CALIFORNIA

INTEGRATED WATERSHED PROGRAM (SCIWP) ESTABLISHED IN 

THE COSTA-MACHADO WATER ACT OF 2000 (2000 BOND ACT)

WHEREAS:

1. The 2000 Bond Act authorized $235 million in the SCIWP for the State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) to allocate to SAWPA for projects to rehabilitate and improve the Santa Ana River Watershed.

2. SAWPA seeks $765,000 in SCIWP funding for the March Air Reserve Base Groundwater Recovery Project pursuant to a management and administration contract with the SWRCB approved by the Department of General Services on February 8, 2001.

3. This project is consistent with the SCIWP goals of basin water banking, contaminant and salt removal through reclamation and desalting, programs for water conservation and efficiency, and storm water capture and management, and is described in detail in the Attachment.

4. No adverse water quality impacts were identified in the Notice of Intent to Adopt a Mitigated Negative Declaration, the Mitigated Negative Declaration, the Mitigation Monitoring Program, or the Notice of Completion that was filed with Office of Planning and Research on January 15, 2002 (State Clearing House No. 2002011054).

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT:

The SWRCB authorizes the Executive Director or designee to negotiate, execute, and amend a contract with SAWPA to fund the March Air Reserve Base Groundwater Recovery Project for a total of $765,000 from SCIWP.

March Air Reserve Base Groundwater Recovery Project

Project Description

The proposed project includes the construction and operation of a pump station and approximately 3.5 miles of an eight-inch diameter non-potable water pipeline.  The pump station will be located on approximate one-half acre site and will be equipped with one (1) 40 horse power pump, associated valves and pipes, and one (1) 25,000 gallon holding tank.  Appurtenant facilities include control and electrical panels.

The proposed project would help to achieve the following SCIWP goals:

· Contaminant and salt removal through reclamation and desalting

· Programs for water conservation and efficiency 

The purpose of the proposed pipeline and pump station is to convey treated groundwater from the Site 31 Expanded Groundwater Extraction and Treatment Systems (EGETS) on March Air Reserve Base to the Riverside National Cemetery and General Old Golf Course.  Further objectives of the proposed project are to reduce total dissolved solids (TDS) loading into the wastewater treatment plant, enhance utilization of an existing local water resource, and reduce reliance on imported State Water Project and Colorado River waters.  The Site 31 EGETS source water is a local groundwater source that currently is underutilized and wasted due to an unreliable conveyance system.  With construction of the proposed project, up to

300 acre-feet per year of non-potable demand currently served by Colorado River water would be replaced by local water sources.

No adverse water quality impacts were identified in the Notice of Intent to Adopt a Mitigated Negative Declaration, the Mitigated Negative Declaration, the Mitigation Monitoring Program, or the Notice of Completion that was filed with Office of Planning and Research on January 15, 2002 (State Clearing House No. 2002011054).

Funding Requirements

A total of $765,000 is requested for funding based on a total project cost of $1,022,000.
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
