DISCUSSION

In April 2002 the Cities of Simi Valley and Thousand Oaks, Camarillo Sanitary District, Camrosa Water District, and Ventura County Water Works District No. 1 filed a petition to review the Los Angeles Regional Water Quality Control Board’s (Regional Board) failure to extend interim chloride limits in their permits.  They also sought a stay of final chloride permit limits.

After the petition was filed, the petitioners and the Regional Board entered into a stipulation for a stay of the final chloride limits.  The attached draft order approves the stipulation.
