SUBJECT

APPROVAL OF ADDITIONAL CLEAN BEACHES INITIATIVE (CBI) GRANT FUNDS FOR THE BODEGA BAY-CAMPBELL COVE SOURCE IDENTIFICATION TESTING FROM THE COASTAL NONPOINT SOURCE CONTROL (CNPSC) SUBACCOUNT ESTABLISHED IN THE COSTA-MACHADO WATER ACT OF 2000 (ACT).

DISCUSSION

Bodega Bay-Campbell Cove is in Sonoma County (County).  The project “Bodega Bay-Campbell Cove” addresses the Campbell Cove State Park Beach (beach) located near the western jetty leading into Bodega Harbor.  Annually, there are approximately 71,000 visitors to this beach.  In October 2002, as part of a fecal bacteria study, near shore water samples were collected at the beach.  The test results showed bacterial levels during the three-day sampling period were invariably high. The County is requesting additional funds to determine the source of this bacteria by performing microbiological genetic testing of bacteria samples.  The additional testing will help the County formulate effective abatement options that will be implemented with the remaining CBI grant money.  

On July 26, 2001, Governor Gray Davis signed the Budget Act of 2001, which appropriated a total of $32,298,000 from the Act’s CNPSC Subaccount for clean beach projects in accordance with a specific schedule. The County of Sonoma was identified as Item (aj): County of Sonoma: Bodega Bay-Campbell Cove (500,000). 

The Act’s CNPSC Program provides funding for projects that restore and protect the water quality and environment of coastal waters, estuaries, bays, and near shore waters and groundwater.  All projects receiving grant funding from this subaccount are required to meet the following criteria:

(a) projects shall demonstrate the capability of contributing to sustained, long-term water quality or environmental restoration or protection benefits for a period of 20 years;

(b) projects shall address the causes of degradation, rather than the symptoms;

(c) projects shall be consistent with water quality and resource protection plans prepared implemented, or adopted by the State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB), the applicable Regional Water Quality Control Board, and the California Coastal Commission;

(d) applicants shall inform the SWRCB of any necessary public agency approvals, entitlements, and permits that may be necessary to implement the Project; and applicants shall certify to the SWRCB that such approvals, entitlements and permits have been granted;

(e) projects shall be consistent with recovery plans for coho salmon, steelhead trout, or other threatened or endangered aquatic species;

(f) applicants shall be required to submit to the SWRCB a monitoring and reporting plan;

(g) the SWRCB shall provide the opportunity for public review and comment;

(h) the recipient shall provide a matching contribution consistent with §79148.8(f) of the Act for the portion of the Project consisting of capital costs for construction;

(i) upon completion of the Project, the recipient of the funds shall submit a report to the SWRCB that summarizes the completed activities and indicates whether the purpose of the Project has been met.

The County’s Department of Health Services, in conjunction with the North Coast Regional Water Quality Control Board (NCRWQCB) and the Bodega Marine Lab, has been conducting the Tidal Circulation/Fecal Bacteria Study and vault privy testing using CBI grant funds approved in SWRCB Resolution 2002-009.  Part of the Fecal Bacteria Study was conducted in October 2002, and privy tests were conducted in October 2002 and April 2003.  The results of this work show bacterial contamination in the shallow water at the beach, but no evidence that the privies are leaking. 

The proposed source identification testing will help determine the species of animal(s) that is (are) the source(s) of bacteria found in the shallow water at the beach.  The testing will be performed by subcontract with a molecular analytical laboratory.  The laboratory will develop a database of mammalian and avian fecal material present in the vicinity of the beach.  Once the database is complete, near shore water samples from the beach will be analyzed and compared to the database.  The information from the testing is expected to be critical in helping the County devise and implement specific and effective source abatement measures at the beach.  

The NCRWQCB has reviewed the project, and determined that it is consistent with existing water quality control plans.  In addition the Beach Water Quality Task Force, in cooperation with the CCC, reviewed the project and determined that it is consistent with the requirements of the Act.

POLICY ISSUE
Should the SWRCB adopt a resolution providing the County additional grant funds for the Bodega Bay-Campbell Cove Source Identification Testing for an amount not to exceed $65,000?

FISCAL IMPACT
The Budget Act of 2001 allocated $500,000 to the County for a project at Bodega Bay-Campbell Cove.  Grant funding of $220,000 for the Tidal Circulation/Fecal Bacteria study and privy testing was approved in Resolution 2002-0009.  The Source Identification Testing will use $65,000 of the remaining $280,000.  The remaining grant funds of $215,000 will be used for implementation of source abatement measures for the beach at Campbell Cove State Park.

RWQCB IMPACT
Yes, NCRWQCB. 

STAFF RECOMMENDATION
That the SWRCB adopt a resolution authorizing staff to amend the CBI contract with the County to provide an additional $65,000 for the Source Identification Testing using the Act’s CNPSC Subaccount as authorized in the Budget Act of 2001.

WHEREAS:

1. The Act was approved by the voters in the March 7, 2000, primary election;

2. The Act created the CNPSC Subaccount at Water Code Section 79148.4;

3.  The Budget Act of 2001 appropriated a total of $32,298,000 from the Coastal Nonpoint Source Control Subaccount (Item 3940-101-6022) for clean beach projects in accordance with a specific schedule. The County of Sonoma was identified as (aj): County of Sonoma: Bodega Bay-Campbell Cove (500,000);

4. The County has submitted the necessary documentation to satisfy the criteria of the Act for the Source Identification Testing; and

5. The Beach Water Quality Task Force, in cooperation with the California Coastal Commission, reviewed the project and determined that it is consistent with the requirements of the Act.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT:

The State Water Resources Control Board approves a grant not to exceed $65,000 from the Act’s Coastal Nonpoint Source Control Subaccount for the implementation of the Bodega Bay-Campbell Cove Source Identification Testing.
