CONSIDERATION OF MODIFICATIONS TO THE FACT SHEET FOR THE NATIONAL POLLUTANT DISCHARGE ELIMINATION SYSTEM (NPDES) GENERAL PERMIT FOR STORM WATER DISCHARGES ASSOCIATED WITH CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITY (ORDER NO. 99-08-DWQ) IN ORDER TO EXPLAIN THE SAMPLING AND ANALYSIS REQUIREMENTS.

DISCUSSION

The State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) adopted the NPDES General Permit for Storm Water Discharges Associated With Construction Activity (Order No. 99-08-DWQ) in 1999.  In 2001, pursuant to a court order, the SWRCB modified the permit to include sampling and analysis requirements.  (Resolution No. 2001-046.)  A second court order required the SWRCB to provide guidance on complying with the sampling and analysis requirements.  The modifications to the Fact Sheet are intended to correct any ambiguities and to avoid any misinterpretation of the sampling and analysis requirements.  It provides information on when sampling and analysis are required, how to perform sampling and analysis, what conclusions may be drawn from sampling and analysis results, and the rationale for the required sampling.

The modifications to the Fact Sheet were developed after discussion and review of submittals from the California Stormwater Quality Association, the California Building Industry Association, and the Water Keepers Coalition.  In addition, the modifications are based on review of federal Clean Water Act provisions, regulations, federal guidance documents, and permits issued by the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency, and other relevant documents.  A complete record has been compiled and is available for inspection or copying.  A draft of the modifications was circulated for 45 days for public comment.  The final document was revised, where appropriate, in response to comments received.
