CONSIDERATION OF AUTHORIZATION TO AMEND RESOLUTION NO. 2001-030 TO EXTEND THE TERMINATION DATE FOR THE PREVIOUSLY APPROVED CAULERPA TAXIFOLIA ERADICATION IN HUNTINGTON HARBOR PROJECT TO JUNE 30, 2006

DISCUSSION
On March 7, 2001, the State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) adopted Resolution 2001-030 to fund the eradication of the invasive marine algae, caulerpa taxifolia in Huntington Harbor, which is located in the City of Huntington Beach.  The resolution approved $600,000 from the Cleanup and Abatement Account (CAA) through September 30, 2001, for the Santa Ana Regional Water Quality Control Board (SARWQCB).  Initial efforts to eradicate caulerpa taxifolia along the Southern California coast have been effective.  Unfortunately, there is the possibility that the infestation may reoccur in the Harbor.  Because of concerns for this possibility, the SARWQCB would like to extend the project end date to June 30, 2006, so that it can undertake a modest long-term monitoring and surveillance program in the Harbor to ensure that caulerpa taxifloia is eradicated and that other infestation sites do not exist.  There is $143,242 remaining in the project account and surveillance and monitoring were tasks cited in the original request.

POLICY ISSUE

Should the SWRCB amend Resolution 2001-030 to extend the expiration date for the Caulerpa Taxifolia Eradication Project in Huntington Harbor to June 30, 2006?

FISCAL IMPACT

The SWRCB originally approved $600,000 for this project.  That commitment remains in force.  There is a remaining balance of $143,242 available to the SARWQB for the caulerpa taxifolia investigation.  New funding is not being requested.

RWQCB IMPACT

This item has the support of the SARWQCB.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION

The Division of Financial Assistance recommends that the SWRCB approve the amendment to extend the termination date for the caulerpa taxifolia investigation to June 30, 2006.

The State Water Resources Control Board does hereby extend the expiration date for the Santa Ana Regional Water Quality Control Board caulerpa taxifolia project in Huntington Harbor until June 30, 2006.
