SUBJECT

CONSIDERATION OF AN ORDER ADOPTING STATEWIDE GENERAL WASTE DISCHARGE REQUIREMENTS FOR DREDGED OR FILL DISCHARGES TO 

WATERS DEEMED BY THE U.S. ARMY CORPS OF ENGINEERS TO BE OUTSIDE OF FEDERAL JURISDICTION  (GENERAL WDRs) AND CONSIDERATION OF A MITIGATED NEGATIVE DECLARATION FOR THE GENERAL WDRs
DISCUSSION

The adoption of the proposed General WDRs would establish statewide requirements for dredged or fill discharges to waters deemed by the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers (ACOE) to be outside of federal jurisdiction and not subject to section 404 of the federal Clean Water Act (CWA) provided they meet maximum discharge size criteria set in the General WDRs.

California has largely relied upon its authority under section 401 of the federal CWA

 (33 U.S.C. § 1341) to regulate discharges of dredged or fill material to California waters.  That section requires an applicant to obtain “certification” from California that the project will comply with State water quality standards before any federal license or permit may be issued.  The permits subject to section 401 include permits for the discharge of dredged or fill materials (section 404 permits) issued by the ACOE.  Given the regulatory process employed under section 401, waste discharge requirements under the Porter-Cologne Water Quality Control Act were typically waived for projects that required certification.  

The certification process under section 401 only applies to those waters that are subject to the reach of the CWA.  The CWA applies to “navigable waters,” which are defined in the 

CWA as “waters of the United States.”  The term “waters of the United States” is defined expansively in 33 Code of Federal Regulations (CFR), part 328.  In 2001, the U.S. Supreme Court issued a decision in Solid Waste Agency of Northern Cook County v. U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, 531 U.S. 159 (2001) (“SWANCC”), which held that certain “isolated” waters are not subject to CWA jurisdiction merely because they are frequented by migratory birds that cross state lines.  The ultimate effect of this decision is as yet unknown, but to date there has been a large number of projects of which the ACOE has disclaimed jurisdiction.  The prospect of issuing waste discharge requirements for each of the now non-federal waters, especially in a time of budgetary contraction, is daunting.  Many of the projects that were traditionally subject to certification requirements involved small-scale projects with few or no permanent impacts.  It is the intent of these General WDRs to regulate a subset of the discharges that have been determined not to fall within federal jurisdiction, particularly those projects involving impacts to small acreage or linear feet and those involving a small volume of dredged material.  

The discharges must meet the following size criteria to be eligible for coverage under these General WDRs:  

1. Excavation and fill activities must not discharge to an area greater than two-tenths of an acre of the waters of the State, and

2. Linear excavation and fill activities affecting drainage features and shorelines, e.g., bank stabilization, revetment, and channelization, must not discharge to more that 

400 linear feet of the waters of the State, and

3.  Dredging activities must not dredge more than 50 cubic yards of dredged material.

Projects that may be covered under these General WDRs include land development, detention basins, disposal of dredged material, bank stabilization, revetment, channelization, and other similar projects.  To apply for coverage under these General WDRs, prospective dischargers will file a Notice of Intent (NOI) with the appropriate Regional Water Quality Control Board (RWQCB).  Each RWQCB will have authority to determine the eligibility of specific discharges in its region.  After the authorized discharge is completed, dischargers will file a Notice of Termination (NOT).  The forms for the NOI and NOT are included in the agenda package for informational purposes, but are not presented for formal adoption by the State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB). 

The proposed General WDRs would provide the RWQCBs with an option to regulate certain dredged or fill discharges other than with the establishment of their own waivers or individual WDRs.  Waivers may provide insufficient review of these discharges and adopting individual WDRs may be inefficient, given that the discharges are small and similar.

The adoption of these General WDRs is subject to the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA).  To comply with CEQA, the adoption of a Mitigated Negative Declaration is proposed.  Discharges covered by these General WDRs may affect small areas of water bodies including wetlands.  To mitigate this effect, the proposed General WDRs require the development and implementation of mitigation plans.  These plans must include provisions to ensure that impacts will be avoided, minimized, or compensated.    
The item was presented at the January 6, 2004 workshop and the Board received written and oral comments.  A number of clarifying changes have been made to the proposed General WDRs and the Mitigated Negative Declaration.  The public was notified of the changes in the proposed General WDRs and Mitigated Negative Declaration by a posting of the documents on the SWRCB’s Internet Website.
