INFORMATIONAL REPORT BY BAY/DELTA PROJECT OPERATORS REGARDING THE TEMPORARY RELAXATION OF TWO WESTERN DELTA SALINITY OBJECTIVES AUTHORIZED UNDER WATER RIGHT ORDER 2004-0033-DWR IN RESPONSE TO THE JONES TRACT LEVEE BREAK

DISCUSSION:

On July 12, 2004, the SWRCB issued Water Right Order 2004-0033-DWR (Order), authorizing the temporary relaxation of two western Delta salinity objectives (contained in SWRCB Revised Decision 1641) in response to the Delta levee break on Jones Tract.  Pursuant to Condition 2 of the Order, representatives of the Department of Water Resources and the United States Bureau of Reclamation will jointly appear before the SWRCB to summarize the actions taken by their respective agencies pursuant to the Order and describing any benefits or adverse impacts of these actions on legal users of water and on fish, wildlife and other instream beneficial uses.  

Note:  To date, the objectives modified by the Order have not been used, i.e., the objectives contained in D-1641 have been maintained.
