PROPOSED CHANGE TO AWARDED AGENCY FOR PROPOSITION 50 PROJECT:  PIN #531 APPROVED BY THE STATE WATER RESOURCES CONTROL BOARD (SWRCB) ON JUNE 17, 2004 (LAWRENCE BERKELEY NATIONAL LABORATORY TO UNIVERSITY OF THE PACIFIC)

DISCUSSION

On June 17, 2004, the State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) adopted Resolution No. 2004-0035 approving the Proposition 50 Project Priority Lists.  Since the approval of these lists, a change in the awarded agency has become necessary for PIN #531 (Evaluating the Drinking Water Impact of Wetland Derived Organic Carbon) under the CALFED Drinking Water Quality Program.  Lawrence Berkeley National Laboratory (LBNL) will not be able to complete the project as proposed.  The University of the Pacific (UOP) has agreed to complete the project and is eligible for funding.

Should the UOP replace LBNL as the awarded agency for Proposition 50 Project Pin #531?
