The Board may meet in closed session to deliberate on a proposed Order issuing a Cease and
Desist Order and imposing Administrative Civil Liability against G. Scott Fahey and Sugar Pine
Spring Water, LP for the alleged unauthorized diversion of water from four springs in Tuolumne
County, which are Deadwood Spring and three unnamed springs (aka Sugar Pine Spring,
Marco Spring, and Polo Spring) that are tributary to unnamed streams, thence respectively to
Basin Creek, Cottonwood Creek, Hull Creek, and Hull Creek, thence the North Fork of the
Tuolumne River (Deadwood Spring only) and the Clavey River, thence the Tuolumne River.
This closed session is authorized under Government Code section 11126, subdivision (c)(3).
