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BACKGROUND

The Department owns and operates storm sewer systems that discharge stormwater
runoff from its statewide transportation system and assorted facilities to waters of the
United States. The State Water Board regulates stormwater discharges from the
Department’s storm sewer systems (including those in rights-of-way, parking lots,
maintenance facilities, and other facilities) through the Stormwater Permit’s provisions.
The Stormwater Permit requires the Department to develop a Stormwater Management
Plan that provides practices to reduce pollutants in stormwater runoff in accordance with
the Stormwater Permit.
