WATER RIGHTS

1.  Consideration of a Proposed Water Right Decision Regarding Protection of Fishery Resources and Other Issues Relating to Diversion and Use of Water From the Lower Yuba River.
Tom Howard, Deputy Director, presented the item summarizing recent revisions to the February 16 draft decision.

Mssrs. Hurner, Donlan, Annestadt, Stocker, Christofferson, Graham, Pooler, Hammontre, Crompton, Baggett, Dahms, Donlan, Curtis, Cunningham, Jewell, Edmondson, Aikins, Lilly, Belza, Ouken, Rue, Mathew, Minasian, Gallery, Bezerra, Gilbert, Bobker, Mensch, Sander, Lindgren, Morris, Moss and

Silva addressed the Board.

The Chairman recessed the Board meeting at 11:16 a.m. for the Board to meet in Closed Session.  

The Chairman reconvened the Board meeting at 12:18 p.m.

Dan Frink, Office of Chief Counsel, noted additional revisions to the draft decision:

(1) Add a new paragraph just before the “ORDER” section of the decision as follows:

“As discussed in Sections 5.0 through 5.3 above, the SWRCB may exercise its continuing authority over the water diversions addressed in this order pursuant to the public trust doctrine, applicable provisions of the Water Code, and article X, section 2 of the California Constitution.  In the event

that YCWA and other parties to this proceeding reach a proposed settlement agreement within 

60 days of the date of this decision, the SWRCB will consider revision of the provisions of the order below in view of the proposed settlement.”

(2) Add a second paragraph under the portion of the order titled: “Compliance” and before the certification at the end of the order as follows:

“Upon showing of good cause, the Chief of the Division of Water Rights shall have the authority

to extend the time for submission of the plans to reduce fish losses at diversion facilities as required under prior provisions of this order.”

(3) Add a new paragraph with new center heading “Further Action” under the portion of the order titled “Compliance” and before the certification at the end of the order as follows:

“The State Water Resources Control Board will schedule a meeting on May 3, 2001, at 9:00 a.m.,

to consider any proposed settlement agreement that may be negotiated among some or all of the parties to this proceeding and to hear a progress report on any settlement negotiations.”

Motion by Member Forster:  Mr. Chairman, I make a motion that the Board adopt the revised decision dated February 16, 2001, with the further revisions presented by the staff today. 

I move for adoption of the proposed decision subject to the understanding that the Board will carefully consider any petitions for reconsideration submitted within the statutory time, as just discussed, particularly any petition for reconsideration that may be based on any settlement proposal that is agreed to by some or all of the parties.

The Board unanimously adopted Decision 1644 as revised.
