o Orville Re licensing Settlement:  Staffs from all the fish agencies and State 
contractors and environmental communities have been negotiating over 7 years 
and spent $70 million.    Over 9-month period crafted a settlement for over a 
billion dollars.

In recognition 
of the importance of water reclamation, the State Water Board is preparing an updated Policy for 
adoption this year.  This Policy provides, in part:  “The State Board and the Regional Boards shall 
(1) encourage reclamation and reuse of water in water-short areas of the State, (2) encourage 
water conservation measures which further extend the water resources of the State, and (3) 
encourage other agencies . . . to assist in implementing this policy.”
