On May 26, 2004, CMC began construction of a
new trunk sewer line and treatment plant, which
should greatly decrease sewage spills, and improve
treatment performance and reliability. The project
contractor is required to complete the trunk sewer
line within 270 days and the treatment plant within
730 days. Staff expects a significant decrease in
the number and severity of effluent violations after
completion of the treatment plant.
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
