This letter is to certify work to install a pipeline to convey industrial stormwater runoff 
from the Old Durham Wood facility to the historical rice fields east of the site in Butte 
County under the State Water Resources Control Board Clean Water Act Section 401 
General Water Quality Certification of 2017 Nationwide Permits, SB17001GN. 

PROJECT DESCRIPTION 
The proposed Project’s primary goal is to install a 15-inch pipeline to convey industrial 
stormwater runoff from the Old Durham Wood facility to the historical rice fields east of 
the site. The rice fields will act as a bio filter to filter stormwater from the site prior to 
discharge to Hamlin Slough. The pipeline will be installed using trenching methods and 
will pass through Hamlin Slough; the pipeline route has been selected to avoid all vernal 
pools in the Project area.

The NOC shall demonstrate that the work has been 
carried out in accordance with the description provided in the Applicant’s Notice of 
Intent (NOI). 

Failure to comply with the terms and conditions of Certification No. SB17001GN may 
expose Old Durham Wood Company to enforcement action pursuant to the Clean 
Water Act and California Water Code.
