ORDER AMENDING CLEAN WATER ACT SECTION 401 TECHNICALLY 
CONDITIONED WATER QUALITY CERTIFICATION; CALIFORNIA DEPARTMENT 
OF RESOURCES RECYCLING RECOVERY, MENDOCINO COMPLEX FIRE DEBRIS 
CLEARANCE CREEK CROSSINGS PROJECT (WDID#5A17CR00173A1), LAKE 
COUNTY

This Order responds to the 14 September 2020 request for an amendment of the 
Mendocino Complex Fire Debris Clearance Creek Crossings Project (Project) Section 
401 Water Quality Certification (WDID#5A17CR00173). The original Water Quality 
Certification (Certification) was issued on 7 November 2019. The requested amendment 
is hereby approved. The original Certification is therefore amended as described below. 
Please attach this document to the original Certification. 

AMENDMENT:
The California Department of Resources Recycling Recovery is requesting to include an 
additional temporary channel crossing at Dayle Creek. The need for additional crossing 
location was identified upon discovery during debris clearing activities performed in 
September 2020. Inclusion of the additional emergency crossing was authorized by the 
California Department of Fish and Wildlife on 9 September 2020.
