On 2 May 2022, SMUD (Applicant) filed a notification requesting coverage under the 9
October 2018 State Water Resources Control Board Clean Water Act Section 401
General Water Quality Certification of the United States Army Corps of Engineers
(USACE) Regional General Permit 8 (General Certification Order) for the Line 700A
Emergency Erosion Repair Project (Project). After review of the notification and the
supplemental material submitted by the Applicant, the Central Valley Regional Water
Quality Control Board (Central Valley Water Board) has determined that the Project
qualifies for enrollment under this General Certification Order. The proposed activity
took place in or within less than 0.01 acre of waters of the United States.

The Central Valley Water Board is certifying this Project under United States Army
Corps of Engineers Regional General Permit 8, Emergency Repair and Protection
Activities, subject to the conditions and the notification requirements described in the
Nationwide Permit (“Special Conditions”). This Notice of Applicability is being issued
under the General Certification Order pursuant to Section 3838 of the California Code of
Regulations.

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Line 700A Emergency Erosion Repair Project

PROJECT DESCRIPTION:

The 0.01-acre project consisted of fixing an erosion issue along the slope of an irrigation
canal adjacent to SMUDs gas transmission line 700A. Flooding the canal was planned
on 9 May 2022. Emergency work was conducted from 5 May 2022 to 7 May 2022 to
prevent further erosion of the irrigation canal, which could have affected the confining
pressure and safe continued operation of the pipeline.

SMUD shifted the minimum amount of soil necessary along the bank to remove incising
and create a uniform slope. Erosion control fabric was placed over the slope, and
approximately 47 cubic yards of riprap was installed along approximately 80 feet of the
irrigation canal’s western bank as a temporary fix to the erosion caused by water
pumped into the canal at this location. No soil was removed from the site and no spoil
piles were created.

The Project permanently impacted 0.01 acre of waters of the United States.

PROJECT LOCATION:
The Project was located at an unnamed irrigation canal in the Yolo Bypass area.

PROJECT SCHEDULE:
The Project started construction on 5 May 2022 and was completed on 7 May 2022.

APPLICATION FEE RECEIVED:
An application fee of $2,417.00 was received on 5 July 2022.

The fee amount was determined as required by California Code of Regulations, title 23,
sections 3833(b)(3) and 2200(a)(3),and was calculated as category F - Emergency
Projects authorized by a Water Board General Order (fee code 85) with the dredge and
fill fee calculator.
