Thank you for contacting us regarding a typographical error in the current Waste
Discharge Requirements Order R5-2024-0068 (Order) regarding the Total Coliform
minimum sampling frequency at sampling location UVS-001 in Table E-7 in Attachment
E Section IX.A.1 of the Order.

The current Order lists the minimum sampling frequency for Total Coliform as 1/day.
The intention was to carry forward the sampling frequency from the Previous Order (R5-
2019-0082) of 3/week into the Order. WDR Attachment F Section VIl and Table F-15
describes the monitoring changes from the Previous Order (R5-2019-0082) and the new
Order. Total Coliform was not listed among these parameters because the intention was
to carry the 3/week mentoring frequency forward to the new Order. This inadvertent
mistake in listing the monitoring frequency is a typographical error. Pursuant to Code of
Federal Regulations, 40 CFR 122.63(a), a minor modification of an NPDES permit is
allowed to correct typographical errors.
