WHEREAS, a resolution adopting the Region’s Priority List must be submitted annually to
the State Water Resources Control Board: Therefore be it

RESOLVED, that the California Regional Water Quality Control Board, Central Valley
Region, hereby adopts the Central Valley Region Emergency, Abandoned, and Recalcitrant (EAR)
Account Fiscal Year 2006/2007 Annual Site List and forwards it to the State Water Resources
Control Board.
