To verify the Notice of Public Hearing has been posted, a completed copy of the
enclosed Proof of Posting form must be sent to our office by 24 December 2021.
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Any written evidence or comments you may have, or written comments others may
have, concerning the tentative Order must be submitted to the Central Valley Water
Board office by 5 p.m. on 17 January 2022. Pursuant to California Code of
Regulations, title 23, section 648.4, the Board Chair may refuse to admit written
evidence or comments that are not submitted in accordance with this Notice and shall
refuse to do so when there is a showing of prejudice to the Permittee or the Board.
Excluded material will not be considered by the Board.
