Mt. San Jacinto Winter Park Authority, also known as the Palm Springs Aerial Tramway 
(Discharger), owns and operates a septic tank-based wastewater treatment and disposal system 
(Mountain Station WWTF) used to treat restaurant and restroom wastewater generated by the 
Aerial Tramway Mountain Station, located at One Tramway Road, Palm Springs, California. On 
November 19, 2008, the Regional Board adopted Waste Discharge Requirements (WDRs) Order 
R7-2008-0038 to regulate discharges of treated wastewater from the Mountain Station WWTF. The 
WDRs specify effluent limitations, prohibitions, specifications and provisions necessary to protect 
the beneficial uses of groundwater in the Coachella Hydrologic Subunit and to prevent nuisance 
conditions. 
 
On June 13, 2019, the Regional Board proposes to issue Cease and Desist Order (CDO) R7-2019-
0019. The CDO set forth actions that the Discharger shall take to correct and/or to prevent 
discharges of waste that are in violation of WDRs Order R7-2008-0038 with respect to the effluent 
discharge limitation.
