The proposed project (Project) will repair the bridge in order to
provide motorists with a safer, smoother ride, to avoid further
damage to the bridge, and to eliminate the need of superfluous
maintenance.

The proposed project (Project) is located on the San Gabriel River
Bridge (Caltrans No. 53-1867) along Interstate 210 at Post Mile
36.82, in the City of Irwindale, Los Angeles County. The Project
proposes to rehabilitate the San Gabriel River Bridge deck by:
(1) repair of bridge hinge diaphragms between Pier #6 and Pier #7;

easement for approximately 33 feet upstream from the edge of the
bridge will be needed to accommodate equipment staging and work
activities.

The work area, in stream, will be limited to the location of the hinge
joints, Soffit doors and access to those locations. The hinge
diaphragms and Soffit doors are located between Pier 4 and Pier 5
and between Pier 6 to Pier 7. Joint seal replacement will be
performed from the top of the bridge deck.

Clearing and grubbing of vegetation have the potential to impact
nesting birds within the project impact area. Construction-related
activities proposed for the bridge may potentially impact nesting
swallows or swifts within the bridge structure. In addition, proposed
work activities at the joints may potentially impact bats, if present,
during the rehabilitation work. Best management practices will be
strictly adhered to. Construction-related impacts such as noise and
dust may also have temporary impacts to wildlife, however, all
appropriate measures will be implemented to avoid and minimize
impacts to such resources. Wildlife species that have the potential
to be affected by construction include Northern Rough-winged
Swallow and the Mexican Free-tailed Bat.

Water diversion is not anticipated as part of this project, since work
activities in the streambed will be scheduled outside of the rainy
season when no water is present.

Temporary impacts to jurisdictional areas will cover 1.15 acres of
riparian habitat in the streambed at the bridge. Plant species that
have the potential to be affected by construction include Mulefat
and Brittlebush. The streambed will need to be partially graded to
clear rocks for a temporary access road in-stream. Direct impacts
will include cutting mulefat scrub for the temporary access road.
Approximately 0.37 acres of disturbed mulefat scrub will be
removed as a result of the proposed project. Vegetation will be cut
without uprooting in order to minimize impact.
