NOTICE OF APPLICABILITY FOR STATE WATER RESOURCES CONTROL BOARD 
WATER QUALITY ORDER NO. 2004-0004-DWQ FOR THE CAMP JOSEPHO - CABINS AND 
OUTBUILDINGS PROJECT (4WQC40118084) 

Dear Mr. Harrison: 

The Los Angeles Regional Water Quality Control Board (Los Angeles Water Board) received 
your application for a Clean Water Act section 401 Water Quality Certification for the Camp 
Josepho - Cabins and Outbuildings Project (Project) on July 23, 2018. The Los Angeles Water 
Board is now in receipt of your Notice of Intent (NOi) to enroll the Project under Water Quality 
Order No. 2004-0004-DWQ dated November 12, 2018. Los Angeles Water Board staff has 
reviewed the NOi for the proposed activities. 

The Army Corps of Engineers' Clean Water Act Regulatory Section determined the Project and 
activities were not subject to the Clean Water Act (not 'jurisdictional') on September 11, 2018. 
The Los Angeles Water Board is authorizing the Project pursuant to Water Quality Order No. 
2004-0004-DWQ, Statewide General Waste Discharge Requirements for Dredge or Fill 
Discharges to Waters Deemed by the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers to be Outside of Federal 
Jurisdiction (General WDRs). We are therefore issuing this Notice of Applicability (NOA). 

The purpose of the Project is to add and improve facilities at the Camp Josepho Boy Scout 
Camp located next to Rustic Canyon Creek including a new lodge and stormwater drainage 
collectors and infiltration areas. The Project will also create pads for foundation construction for 
14 relocated cabins near an unnamed tributary to Rustic Canyon Creek. Upland retaining walls 
adjacent to the relocated cabins will be constructed to direct roof runoff to energy dissipaters 
located on the bank of the tributary. Three energy dissipaters will be located in the unnamed 
tributary and will be constructed out of "Drivable Grass," a permeable concrete pavement 
system with a single row of ungrouted rocks at the base. These three energy dissipaters will be 
seeded with a native erosion control seed mix. A forth energy dissipater will be located in 
Rustic Canyon Creek and will be constructed out of grouted riprap with a concrete or block 
headwall. 

You may proceed with your Project according to the terms and conditions of the General WDRs, 
enclosed, and this NOA including Attachments A through C. This NOA is valid until December 7, 
2023.
