Regional Board will consider adoption of an
Order Assessing Administrative Civil
Liability in accordance with the terms of a
settlement agreement between the Regional
Board Prosecution Team and Ametek, Inc.
The Order would resolve violations alleged
in Complaint No. R9- 2009-0024. The
settlement includes: (1) payment of
$600,000 to the Regional Board for
reimbursement of staff costs and to the
State Water Resources Control Board
Cleanup and Abatement Account; and (2)
suspension of the remaining civil liabilities
pending Ametek, Inc.’s completion of
specified actions set forth in an agreed
upon Cleanup and Abatement Order to the
satisfaction of the Regional Board. If the
Regional Board rejects the settlement, the
matter will be rescheduled to a future public
hearing at which time the Regional Board
will consider assessment of civil liability.
