The transparency of waters in lagoons and estuaries shall not be less than 50% of the
depth at locations where measurement is made by means of a standard secchi disk,
except where lesser transparency is caused by rainfall runoff from undisturbed natural
areas and dredging projects conducted in conformance with waste discharge
requirements of the Regional Board.-\With-these-twe-exeeptions; For lagoons and
estuaries, increases in turbidity attributable to controllable water quality factors shall not
exceed the following limits: ...
