DISCUSSION:  There are a number of components of the health or condition  
    of various waters of the State.  These components  
    correspond to various beneficial uses of those waters and  
    can be expressed as questions about the beneficial uses of  
    those waters, for example: 

• Is water safe to drink? 
• Are fish and shellfish safe to eat? 
• Is water quality safe for swimming? 
• Are ecosystems healthy? 

This information item will focus on one of these questions as  
it applies to one water body in the San Diego Region, i.e., on  
the question “Are San Diego Bay fish and shellfish safe to 
eat?” 

 
Several invited speakers and staff will make presentations  
related to this question, and there will be an opportunity for  
other interested parties to address the Board.
