PROJECT DESCRIPTION: 

The proposed project entails the creation of fish habitat as mitigation for 
impacts to marine resources. Divers will hand place approximately 2,348 A­
Jacks and pipe structures in an enhancement lease plot of 14,780 square 
feet adjacent to the existing Le Meridian reef. The reef modules will not 
exceed 53 cubic yards in total displacement volume. With the proximity to 
existing reef and eelgrass beds, the structures are anticipated to increase 
fish recruitment, diversity and abundance within the area.
