This site is one of a cluster of sites in Newark where soil and
groundwater has been impacted by volatile organic compounds.
The Board has already adopted final Site Cleanup Requirements
for three of these sites: FMC, Ashland, and Jones-Hamilton. The
final Site Cleanup Requirements would approve a discharger-
proposed cleanup plan, set cleanup standards, and establish a
schedule for cleanup plan implementation.

We received comments from the Alameda County Water District
objecting to the proposed cleanup standards for shallow
groundwater. These comments were unexpected given the tenor
of prior input from District staff. We recommend that this item be
continued to allow for further discussions with the District and
Honeywell.
