At any time during the regular session, the
Board may adjourn to a closed session to
consider litigation, personnel matters, or to
deliberate on a decision to be reached
based on evidence introduced in a hearing.

Administrative Civil Liabilities and
Mandatory Minimum Penalties — A
discharger may waive the right to a hearing
on an agenda item for an ACL or MMP. If
there is a waiver, no hearing will be held
unless new, substantial information is made
available that was not considered during
the public comment period.

Petition of Board Actions — Certain

Water Board actions or failures to act may
be petitioned to the State Water Resources
Control Board under Water Code

section 13320. Any such petition shall be
limited to those substantive issues or
objections that were raised before the
Water Board, if there was notice and an
opportunity to comment. A petition must be
received by the State Water Board within
30 days of the Water Board action or
failure to act. See Title 23, California Code
of Regulations, sections 2050-2068 for
regulations governing petitions.

Contributions to Board Members — All
persons who actively support or oppose the
adoption of waste discharge requirements
or an NPDES permit before the Board must
submit a statement to the Board disclosing
any contribution of $250 or more to be
used in a State, federal, or local election,
made by the action supporter or opponent
or his or her agent, to any Board member
within the past 12 months.

All permit applicants and all persons who
actively support or oppose adoption of
waste discharge requirements or an
NPDES permit pending before the Board
are prohibited from making a contribution of
$250 or more to any Board member for 3
