The Board welcomesinformation on pertinent problems, but
comments atthe meeting should be briefand directed to specifics ofthe case to enable the Board to take
appropriate action. Written comments mustbe received prior to the Board meeting by the date indicated by staff.
Verbal testimonymade atthe Board meeting should onlysummarize the written material.
