INTRODUCTION

o In this action, 'the State Water Board filed a civil complaint (the “Complaint™)
alleging that the J aco Ent1t1es v1olated Chapter 6.7 of Division 20 of the Health and Safety Code
and the 1mp1ement1ng regulatlons governing the operatron and ma1ntenance of underground |
storage tanks (USTs) and UST systems, at specrﬁc facrlrtles owned/or operated by Jaco Ent1t1es
1dent1ﬁed in Exhibit A, attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference (“Covered
Facilities™). _ _

The Parties previously stipulated to toll the statute of limitations as to the alleged
\riolations s0 as to allow a discussion of a negotiated resolution. In these negotiations, the State
Water Board was represented by the Attorney General of the State of California and the Jaco |
Entities were represented b}r their counsel. | |
The Parties have now agreed to settle thj.slmatter in order to avoid prolonged and
complicated litigation. The Parties settle this action on the terms set forth in this Consent

Judgment and request that this Court enter a Final Judgment incorporating the terms of this

Consent Judgment.
