o Designed to manage stormwater runoff to
reduce flood damage
o Where feasible, provide other benefits

> Non-state cost share of not less than 50%
o« Cannot waive or reduce

> Not part of the State Plan of Flood Control
« PRC 8 5096.805())
o Need to provide technical assistance

o llered Evaluation
“Obvieusly” not part
Unclear — DWR consultation
Detailed technical analysis

Stormwater-Flood Management

> Consistent with applicable IRWM plan
o Must be Iincluded in an IRWM plan

> Consistent with applicable regional water
guality control plans (Basin Plan)
o Coordinate with RWQCB

> DWR will also coordinate with SWRCB

o Prop 84 Stormwater Grant funding
o INpUt on water guality ISSues




DWR
Stormwater-Flood Management

> Eligible grant recipient — Be inclusive

> Max grant amount
o Not specified in PRC
» Considering $30 million cap

> Must demonstrate reduction Iin flood damage
» ‘How to” guidance
