CJ)mment: Sections G.2.a.i thru G.2.a.vii provides the minimum criteria that dischargers
must include in their assessment of potential pollutant sources, The industrial pollutants”
identified in this assessment are also referenced in Section B.5.b, Sampling and Analysis, and

. are to be assessed for sampling parameter applicability. During the IGP Reissuance Web
seminar held on September 5, 2012, questions concerning zinc as a pollutant were raised.
During this discussion, it was verbally clarified that items such as galvanized. fencing and
structural materials such as roofing, were not considered industrial activity pollutant sources.
This is not clearly stated in the Draft IGP. i '

Recommendation: Clearly state in the permit under Section G.2. (Potential Pollutant
Scﬁ.;-ces) that items such as fencing, storm drain gratings, as well as structural buildings and
roadways themselves are not considered industrial activity pollutant sources.
