In our comments, we encouraged the 
State Water Resources Control ~ o a r dto preserve flexibilityin the policy to assure that regional 
water qualitycontrol boards (regional boards) have discretionto consider all data and 
interpretationsthat they and stakeholdersdeem appropriate as part of a comprehensive,weight of 
evidence approach for determiningwater quality impairments. We are satisfied that our 
comments were appropriately addressed in the most recent version of the policy. 

As described in DPR's Processfor Responding to the Presence of Pesticides in Surface Water, 
we will be relying on regional boards to determine when water quality objectives are exceeded for 
reasons related to pesticide use. Then, DPR and the regional boards can work collaborativelyto 
identify the best responses that will attain and maintain water qualityobjectives. Your proposed 
policy will provide common criteria regional boards will use to make such determinations.
