Summary 
 
The Low-Threat Underground Storage Tank Case Closure Policy (Policy) contains general and    
media-specific criteria, and cases that meet those criteria are appropriate for closure pursuant to the 
Policy.  This case meets all of the required criteria of the Policy. 
 
The release at the Site was discovered in November 2006, when concentrations of petroleum 
constituents were identified in soil 10 to 15 feet below ground surface (bgs) obtained from the base of 
the excavation during the removal of five underground storage tanks (USTs).  Subsequently six borings 
were advanced at the Site in April 2014, and an additional three borings were advanced in May 2014.  
Low concentrations of petroleum constituents were detected at 10 feet bgs in two borings.  Petroleum 
constituents were not detected in a grab groundwater sample.  The Site is operated as an auto repair 
facility. 
 
Groundwater was most recently encountered at a depth of 25 to 28 feet bgs in April 2014 and was not 
impacted by petroleum constituents.  The nearest existing water supply well and surface water body 
are greater than 1,000 feet from the Site.  Additional corrective action will not likely change the 
conceptual site model.  Residual petroleum constituents do not pose a significant risk to human health, 
safety, or the environment. 
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Rationale for Closure under the Policy 
 
• General Criteria – Site MEETS ALL EIGHT GENERAL CRITERIA under the Policy. 

 
• Groundwater Media-Specific Criteria – Site releases Have Not Affected Groundwater.   Soil does 

not contain sufficient mobile constituents (leachate, vapors, or light non-aqueous-phase liquids) to 
cause groundwater to exceed the groundwater criteria in this Policy.   
 

• Petroleum Vapor Intrusion to Indoor Air – Site meets Criteria 2 (a), Scenario 3.  As applicable, the 
extent of the bioattenuation zone, oxygen concentrations in soil gas, concentrations of total 
petroleum hydrocarbons as gasoline and diesel combined in soil, and dissolved concentrations of 
benzene in groundwater meet the Policy.   

 
• Direct Contact and Outdoor Air Exposure – Site meets Criteria 3 (a).  Maximum concentrations of 

petroleum constituents in soil from confirmation soil samples are less than or equal to those listed in 
Table 1 of the Policy.   
 

Recommendation for Closure 
 
The corrective action performed at this Site ensures the protection of human health, safety, and the 
environment, and is consistent with chapter 6.7 of the Health and Safety Code and implementing 
regulations, applicable state policies for water quality control, and the applicable water quality control 
plan, and case closure is recommended.
