IT IS HEREBY ORDERED that Applfcation 18827, be, and 

the same is, approved in part, and that a permit be issued to the 

applicant subject to vested rfghts and to the following terms 

and conditions: 

1. The amount of water to be approprfated shall be 

lfmfted to the amount which can be beneffcially used and shall not 

exceed two cubic feet per second to be diiverted from about May 1 

to about July 1 and from about November 1 to about December 31, 

of each year. 

2. The maxfmum amount herefn stated may be reduced in 

the license if investigation warrants. 

3. Actual construction work shall begin on or before 

September 1, 1962, and thereafter be prosecuted with reasonable 

diligence, and if not so commenced and prosecuted, this permft 

may be revoked, 

4. Construction work shall be completed on or before 

December lo 1964. 
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
