Project Description

Reclamation has begun the planning phase for addition of a new fish screen pumping
plant located approximately 1,770 feet upstream of the existing Point of Diversion for the
TC and Corning Canals on the Sacramento River above the RBDD. It is anticipated that
this new fish screened facility known as the “Red Bluff Fish Passage Improvement
Project” will be completed by 2011. The purpose of this new pumping plant is to fulfill
conservation goals established by Section 3406(b) (10) of the Central Valley Project
Improvement Act, which required the Secretary of the Interior to develop and implement
measures to minimize fish passage problems for adult and juvenile anadromous fish at
the RBDD. This Project is part of the “American Recovery and Reinvestment Act”
projects. Reclamation has consulted and discussed this project with the following fishery
agencies: California Department of Fish and Game, U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service, and
National Marine Fisheries Service. The fish screen being constructed for this additional
diversion point is approximately 1,100 feet in length and runs along the right side of the
Sacramento River where the (to be constructed) pumping facility will be located. As
discussed in the “Record of Decision on Final Environmental Impact Statement for Fish
Passage Improvement Project at the Red Bluff Diversion Dam”, dated July 2008, the
pumping plant and associated features will consist of trash racks, flat plate fish screens, a
forebay, the pump station, a siphon under Red Bank Creek, and piping to convey water to
the TC Canal Sedimentation basin.

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Point of Diversion

The Point of Diversion for Application 5626 is at Shasta Dam within S15, T33N, R5W,
MDB&M with additional points of diversion along the Project works. The Sacramento
River is used as the conveyance channel to carry water to Project canals or channels. The

intake for the TC Canal (one of the Project Canals) is located within S33, T27N, R3W,
MDB&M.

The new additional point of diversiorf will be located approximately 1,770 feet upstream

of the present point of diversion for the TC Canal at RBDD. Coordinates for the
additional point of diversion are: lat: 40 degrees 09” 13.53” N and long: 122 degrees 12’
32.35” W. The diversion facility will also be in S33, T27N, R3W, MDB&M.

Construction of the new facility will include excavation for the pumping plant

forebay and flat plate fish exclusion screen (see attached plan view). Land

use where the pumping plant is to be built will change from generally flat

and previously vacant to use for replacing an existing water diversion facility

to a new, fish friendly diversion facility. There are no anticipated changes

to general times of diversion nor diversion volumes. Diverted water will

generally be used to irrigate existing farm land consistent with existing water

contracts.
