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In a ruling issued on October 12, 2018, the Hearing Officers directed the parties to submit 

all proposed corrections to the hearing transcripts by November 15, 2018. The ruling specified that 

each party must compile all proposed corrections into a single list that identifies the day of the 

hearing, the existing text, the proposed correction, and the approximate time in the hearing video 

when the words are spoken. Pursuant to this ruling, Westlands Water District’s proposed corrections 

to the hearing transcripts are listed in the table immediately below.
