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HOW SHOULD WE DETERMINE PENALTIES

Water Code states that the Board shall take into consideration...

Extent of harm caused by the violation

The nature and persistence of the violation

All relevant circumstances

“All Relevant Circumstances”

Economic benefit

Violator’s history

Monetary Penalties

» Fair, consistent, and transparent

» Eliminate economic advantage

The length and time over which the violation occurs

Any corrective actions taken by the violator

Culpability or cooperation

Avoided cost and delayed cost

Deter future violation and compel compliance

Penalties should be related to the nature of harm
