Given the length of time since the release of the Final Environmental Impact Report (2011), the last hearing
(2012). and the complexity associated with numerous requirements that the Draft Order proposes to place on
Reclamation (e.g. directs Reclamation to confer with other agencies, receive direction from other agencies,
and perform various studies). we respectfully request that the comment period be extended for approximately
80 days to January 13, 2017.

Granting of the requested extension will afford us the opportunity to coordinate our comments with others to
the extent possible, as well as provide the most thoughtful and meaningful information to the State Water
Resources Control Board.
