PROJECT DESCRIPTION:  The Pacific Gas and Electric Company (PG&E) plans to 
repair the eroded sections of the Canyon Dam low-level outlet structure, right wing wall, 
and spillway apron.  Repairs will include construction of a cast-in-place cutoff wall at the 
toe of the outlet structure to protect these structures from high velocity discharges and 
prevent further erosion.  PG&E will also improve drainage of the access road and add 
rock slope protection at the spillway apron.
