PROJECT DESCRIPTION: The Department of Water Resources (DWR) requested 
certification for the Devil Canyon Project.  The Project is located in San Bernardino 
County at the southern end of the East Branch of the State Water Project.  In addition to 
continued operations, DWR proposes: 1) Project boundary modification; 2) Addition of 
existing Project Roads within the Project boundary; and 3) Addition of existing reservoir 
gage in Silverwood Lake. 
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
